5. Ofthe three stories what subtle differences do you see in the descriptions
of the character of God?

6. How do you think you would have responded if you are the older brother in
this story?

8. Andy mentioned four pictures of prodigal love of God that Jesus want us to
see. Of the four which one resonates the most with how you picture God
the Father?
